The READ 180 classroom will be a quiet, mutually respectful and positive environment for reading, learning and sharing of ideas. It involves reading, writing and vocabulary. The class period consists of a rotation system which includes whole group instruction, small group instruction, READ 180 computer software and independent reading. 
Small-Group Direct Instruction involves the teacher and students working closely on individual needs using the rBook Workbooks.
READ 180 Software is installed on our classroom computers and will allow the students to work independently on their reading and listening skills at their own pace.
Modeled and Independent Reading allows the students to build reading comprehension skills by reading and listening to READ 180 Audiobooks and Paperbooks.
Grades – Daily work is 40% of your grade and includes grades taken from workbook plus grades pulled from computer software. Test grades are 60% of your grade and will come from material over books you read plus workbook material we learn.
